NORTH WEST JUNIOR SCHOOLS CHAMPIONSHIPS
PREAMBLE

The NW Schools Basketball Championships are conducted by the NWBU Junior Competitions Commission (NWBUJCC) for teams representing their respective NW Schools in the divisions of:- (1) Primary School and (2) High School.

The championships are conducted on a yearly rotational basis throughout the NW region.

Participation in any championship is by school representative male/female teams.

PLEASE NOTE THAT IN ORDER TO HOST A STATE SCHOOLS CHAMPIONSHIP THE HOST ASSOCIATION MUST FOLLOW THE GUIDELINES SET OUT BY THE STATE SCHOOLS AND COMPETITIONS COMMISSION WHICH VARIES SLIGHTLY FROM THIS DOCUMENT. This can be obtained from Basketball Tasmania.
Who conducts the championships?
Championships are conducted by a NW host Association on behalf of the NWBU Junior Competitions Commission and are allocated to the NW clubs who nominate their interest by formal letter addressed to the NWBUJCC Secretary. The host Association must follow these guidelines downloaded from the NWBU website. Replace all areas, highlighted in blue, with current information ie. Dates, Host Association etc.
The following points are the requirements for the conduct of the event.

	Secretary
	Liaises with the NWBUJC and is also the contact person. This person provides the final breakdown of all events results to Basketball Tasmania

	Match Manager/s
	Controls all aspects of games and must be wearing identification shirts.

	Door Keeper/s
	Controls all aspects of entry and must be wearing identification shirts.

	Referees
	1 referee per game must be provided by each School.
Host Club must provide Referees in all Grand Finals

	Crowd Controller


	Ensures proper behaviour of spectators and officials

	Media
	Notifies all media of the event and provides summary of games/events to media outlets.

	Score bench Coordinator
	Coordinator to organize all scorers for Grand finals


ROLE OF THE HOST ASSOCIATION

· Must conduct the event on behalf of and under the direction of the NWBUJCC
· Must book venues for the event

· Venues must be adequate with at least one dual court facility with the ability to provide overflow to other courts as necessary

· Send out to and receive entries from all schools in the NW region
· Organise and send draw to all participating schools

· Pay for court hire

· Provide winning pennants

· Oversee event

· Provide score sheets and stationary
· Provide results board and have the ability to post results soon after each match

· Provide rules for each score bench

· Provide scorers and referees for all grand-finals

· Provide pass outs/stamps

· Provide blood kits

· Provide each participating school with a copy of codes of behaviour for coaches, players and spectators. This must also be displayed at every stadium that is in use during the championships

· Provide Basketball Tasmania with a list of all schools participating in Division 1 & 2 and in addition must provide a copy of the draws

· Must send a $15 per team levy for both 1 & 2 Divisions to Basketball Tasmania
ROLE OF REFEREE COORDINATOR

Provide referees for all Grand finals
ROLE OF NWBUJCC
· Determine entry fees and door charges

· Have input into the State Calendar
CHAMPIONSHIPS

One weekend must be set aside for each championship as per State Calendar
(1)– Primary School = two age divisions, grades 3/4 and 5/6

(2) - High Schools = two age division, grades 7/8 and 9/10

Entry forms for regional round robin event
· Host Associations to send entry forms to schools (as per attached)
· Schools complete the form and return this together with entry fee
· Nominations must be signed by a Sport Teacher or Principal
· The entry form must have the following information
· Nominated players (and the school they are attending)
· Nominated coach
· Nominated referee
· Nominated team manager.
· Indicate if a player plays regularly in the coastal inter town series
· Principal/Sports Leader signature
At the completion of the Championship a form must be supplied to the winners and runners up that will require their commitment/acceptance to continue on and play in the State championship. This form is to be returned to Basketball Tasmania within 48 hours of completion of the tournament. Note that it is important that the School Sport teacher or Principle must once again complete the form by signing approval.
Timing

· 4 x 10 minute quarters – Primary 



· 4 x 10 minute quarters High and College


· Clock stops for time outs & foul shots and on every whistle and score in last 2 mins.

· Game sequence – 1 min between quarters and 2 mins at ½ time
· 1 timeout per quarter per team

· Draws in round robin stand

· Draws in grand finals must be played out.

Teams
· May consist of 12 nominated players

· Note that only 10 players are permitted per game

· Coach, Assist Coach, Manager

Eligibility of Players
A Division 

· Must attend the school they are representing and be of the age group nominated.
· No composite or mixed gender school teams are allowed.
· Players can only play in one age group & one division (Cannot go into B div for states & vice versa)
· High School teams must combine grade 7 & 8 (junior) and 9 & 10 (senior) only.   
· If a school is able to field an A div team of all coastal representatives they must all play in that team (this could mean the school has 2 A div teams)
    
B Division- this division is for small schools (200 or less) & for schools who have more pupils but are able to field 2 teams -A & B division *restrictions apply as per last dot point
·  Schools are allowed to combine if they are a small school and are unable to fill a full team. Larger schools may not combine
· Mixed gender teams are allowed for the same purpose (if unable to fill a full team of one gender)
· Players must play in one age group only & one division only (no division change will be accepted for states)
· No more than 2 coastal club representatives can be named or play in a B div team
· Players can only play in one age group & one division only (Cannot go into B div for states)
· High School teams must combine grade 7 & 8 (junior) and 9 & 10 (senior) only. 
· *If a school has an A div team, all coastal rep players must play in that team (Up to 12 in team or 6 in 2 A div teams)

· Grade 3/4 (5)

· Grade 5/6 (6)

· Grade 7/8 Females (6) Males (6)

· Grade 9/10 Females (6) Males (6)

· College       Females (6) Males (7)

A Division 

· Must attend the school they are representing and be of the age group nominated.
· No composite or mixed gender school teams are allowed.
· Players can only play in one age group & one division only (no change over for State Champs)
· If a school is able to field an A div team of all coastal representatives they must all play in that team (this could mean the school has 2 A div teams).
B Division 
· This division is for small schools (200 or less) & for schools who have more pupils but are able to field 2 teams (A & B division)as per last dot point
· Schools are allowed to combine if they are small schools and are unable to fill a full team. Larger schools may not combine
· Mixed gender teams are allowed for the same purpose
· Players must play in one age group only & one division only
· No more than 2 coastal representatives can be named or play in a B team 
· If a school has an A div team, all coastal rep players must play in that team. 
Nomination fee. The nomination fee for each team is $110 (includes GST). This fee must accompany the returned nomination form.

Closing date. The closing date for nominations is closing date here at the above address. Late nominations will not be accepted.

Referee and bench personnel.
Each team must nominate a referee and supply a score bench representative for each game. The Host Association will appoint referee’s for the Grand Finals only.
Rules. Grade 3/4 teams will be playing with a size 5 basketball. Zone defence is not permitted. No 24 sec clock.
Backcourt rule won’t apply. 5 seconds in key instead of 3 second rule. Closer foul line for free throws.

Grade 5/6 teams will be playing with a size 6 basketball. Normal rules apply, apart from no zone defence.

Daily admission charges: $2 per person, $6 per family, (includes players, officials etc).As per NWBUJCC. Some teams may be rostered to play on Friday night, depending on team numbers.

Bench Rules
1. Each team must supply a referee and one score table person for each of their games, including all finals games. Only exception is for games determining 1st and 2nd place in each division.

2. Size 5 basketball will be used for all junior games. Size 6 used for all senior games.

3. Games will consist of 4 x 8 minute quarters (3/4) & 4 x 10mins (5/6). The breaks between quarters and half time will be 1 minute. Immediately when each quarter finishes the game clock will be reset to 11 minutes and will not be stopped to designate the start of the next quarter. Time keeper to signal 10 seconds before start of the next quarter.

4. Each team will be allowed one time out per quarter. The clock will not stop for time outs unless rule 5 applies. No timeouts in last 2 minutes of a game unless score is less than 6 points.

5. For the last 2 minutes of the game, if the score difference is less than 6 points (5 points or less), the clock will be stopped for each whistle and score.

6. For junior games (Grades 3/4) zone defence is not allowed, the 8 second backcourt rule & the 24 sec clock does not apply. The 3 seconds in the key rule is replaced with 5 seconds. Foul shots may be taken closer to the basket.

7. For senior games (Grades 5 / 6) apart from no zone defence, normal rules apply.

8. Drawn games will remain as draws.

9. Teams will be penalised two points for every minute they are late to start the game or half. After 10 minutes games will be declared a forfeit.

10. The organising committee reserves the right to alter timing conditions if games are running late.

11. There will be no door charges for Friday night games. For Saturday and Sunday door charges will be $2 for every person (includes players and officials); a family will be $6. 

12. Top 2 teams in Div.A & winner of Div.B must make themselves available for State Championships to be held in Burnie on 17th and 18th of Nov. 

13. Each team must nominate only 1 contact person. This person only can contact BABA/BWBA (number given out later) to determine playoff positions for their team in finals. 

14. JEWELLERY IS NOT TO BE WORN WHILE PLAYING- This is to be firstly monitored by the Coach/Managers and then by the referees.

Bench Rules

2. Size 6 basketball will be used for all games. 
3.Games will consist of 4 x 10 minute quarters The breaks between quarters and half time will be 1 minute. Immediately when each quarter finishes the game clock will be reset to 11 minutes and will not be stopped to designate the start of the next quarter. Time keeper will signal 10 seconds before start of the next quarter.

4. Each team will be allowed one time out per quarter. The clock will not stop for time outs unless rule 5 applies. No timeouts in last 2 minutes of a game unless score is less than 6 points.

5. For the last 2 minutes of the game, if the score difference is less than 6 points (5 points or less), the clock will be stopped for each whistle and score.

6. All normal rules apply.
7. Drawn games will remain as draws.

8. Teams will be penalised two points for every minute they are late to start the game or half. After 10 minutes games will be declared a forfeit.

9. The organising committee reserves the right to alter timing conditions if games are running late.
